Competitive Surgical Technology Program Admission:
Students seeking admission to the Surgical Technology Program must be fully admitted to the college
with transcripts fully evaluated (for transfer credits) by the end of Spring Semester.

The Surgical Technology program has a competitive admission process. The selection criteria consist
of Admission Points with a total value of 260 points. See the Surgical Technology Admission Points
Criteria sheet for additional information.

All students must have a GPA of 2.0 or higher to be considered for program admission.

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Immunizations:

Final Class Selection:

Final class selection is based upon the total number of Admission Points. The students with the
highest point value will be accepted into the program. A mandatory program orientation will be
posted in the acceptance letter. All notification letters are emailed to Chatt Tech students email
addresses.

In the event of a tie, students will be ranked based on GPA for the all pre-requisite courses for the
Surgical Technology program and/or performance scores of the Purdue Pegboard Dexterity test as
needed. The dexterity test will be administered in person at the North Metro Campus.
